THE INNOVATION

In researching the resource, our
video team went behind the scenes
to uncover the hidden stories and
history of our parliamentary
buildings.

We explored the early days of
parliamentary life, when wooden
buildings were the norm, and fires
could take a tremendous toll. We
located images and historic news
footage of the damage the
buildings suffered, and filmed the
results of the painstaking work by
master craftsman from around the
world that saw them restored to
their former glory.

We also included the stories and voices of some of the characters
who have walked the halls of Parliament - from leading
statesman over the decades, to some of the characters who
have left a lasting impression.
